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EVALUATE THE ACCURACY OF FAIR GAME WITH RESPECT TO THE HISTORY PORTRAYED IN THE FILM AND ASSESS WHAT WE CAN LEARN ABOUT THAT HISTORY FROM THIS FILM.
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Fair Game is a bold movie about the life of Valerie Plame who life was ruined by the Bush administration in mockery about the existence of massive destruction weapons in Iraq to validate the attack of that country. The film is a 2010 factual political play movie directed by Doug Liman. It focuses on the main character Valerie Plame's 2007 and her husband Joseph Wilsons 2004 biography, The politics of truth. The film was released in 2010.[footnoteRef:1] Apart from having a lot of history lessons, the film Fair Game accurately demonstrates the history of the United States and its foreign affairs. Valerie Plame is an officer working as a central intelligence agency (CIA), and she is involved in various dangerous and sensitive operations overseas. Joseph Wilson is a representative who has worked in the United States as an ambassador to Gabon. In the film, Joseph Wilson is approached by his wife's workmates to enquire whether Uranium is acquired by Iraq is used in the manufacturing of military weapons, but he denies it. George Bush took action by supporting the use of Uranium in the construction of military weapons.[footnoteRef:2] Plame is angered by his husband's actions for accepting interviews that depict them to both public blame and death intimidations, but later she returns to him and confesses before a congressional board. The Fair Game Film portrays accurate historical events. First, the film states that Joseph Wilson's trip to Niger was to investigate Uranium. Based on history, Joseph Wilson was an American diplomat well recognized for his 2002 mission to Niger to inspect the accusation that Saddam Hussein was planning to buy Uranium.[footnoteRef:3] The two journalists who had covered Valarie affairs on Uranium disclosed that Wilson's investigation of the condition was correct. It led Clifford May, who was a journalist, to write the most significant piece of information that Wilson carried back from his trip to Africa was a huge plan on the Iraq trade. He was also to investigate the leaking information about his wife Valarie Plame as a CIA officer. Another historical accuracy portrayed in the film events is the political administration manipulation of George W. Bush, who was the president of the United States. Based on the film, after soldierly action is taken by Bush, Wilson submits a piece of information to the New York Times, stating the reports on Uranium was false. In 2003, the Bush government had planned to go for conflict with Iraq that led to an investigation on areas where Iraq sourced its military weapons.[footnoteRef:5] Similarly, the status of Valerie Plame was revealed by white house officials, including the Vice president's chief of the employee. It implies how the administration of George was full of corrupt officials. The lessons learned from the history in Fair Game film are politics and misuse of political power. Valarie Plame leads a private life with her husband. The fair game film is a true indication of existing political power in the United States. What unfolds in the movie is the justification for using unrestrained power in a lure that is kept by a watchful and involved community. Plame is a mother and wife, and regardless of the personal politics, she understood her duty and performed it with cunning efficiency. Misuse of political power is portrayed when the Bush administration manipulates the intelligence and personal life of Plame by leaking information about her career as a CIA agent.[footnoteRef:7] In 2003, the leaking of Plame's identity to the media both destroyed her career and that of his husband, and also, they faced death threats.
