Cinema Paradiso
Screenplay should be broken down by scenes in order to determine a realistic budget during film production. This is important especially because it allows filmmakers to align their individual scrip with available resources (Hailer & Pacatte, 2017). As a new film studio, Cinema Paradiso was reconstructed and established in newer and brighter manner. Throughout the movie, Toto is illustrated experiencing all normal things that an ordinary man could possibly enjoy such as falling in life with Elena who at first, did not share similar sentiments or emotions. Despite this, Toto assured her that he was going to wait until she felt the same way no matter how long that waiting took (YouTube, 2020). In fact, he left home for military assignments but later returned home safely, an experience that give him an insight about things that are truly important in life. Later in the film, both Alfredo and Salvator made the decision of playing the film for the audience outside the film studio after Alfredo suggested using funny and smart remarks (YouTube, 2020). During this scene, it was clear that the comical buildup attracted the attention of the audience significantly. 
The movie, Cinema Paradiso was produced in 1988 and directed by Giuppe Tornatore although Nuovo Cinema Paradiso was its original title. The movie was an inspirational manner of exploring the Italian Cinema including how its significance to the audience. As the main character, Salvator sought inspiration from Alfredo throughout his childhood. Alfredo was not only Salvator’s teacher but also his best friend who endeavored to educate him about film production. The film Cinema Paradiso sought to explore a number of elements such as lighting, sound, editing, photography as well as scenery. The film illustrated particular understanding regarding the traditions of Americans and Italians pertaining film production. The film is not only successful in illustrating the significance of Italian culture but also that of United States. Casually, Salvator’s girlfriend tells him that she is sleepy and that she had received a call from his mother informing her that Alfredo had passed away from home (YouTube, 2020). 
While lying in bed, Salvator called back his mother and it was then that he realized that indeed, Alfredo had died and he was suddenly upset. A flashback concerning his childhood took precedence immediately including the manner through which he had made film together with Alfredo, who had taught him everything about film production (YouTube, 2020). Another character presented in the film was Toto, who also, was the role model of Alfredo and was the main reason as to why Salvator got inspired in film production. A significant part of the film is when the film studio caught fire accidentally while Alfredo was inside but was saved by Toto who pulled him down the place’s stairs (YouTube, 2020). Hence, since Alfredo was the best friend of Salvator, he would have dedicated himself fully to save him. Initially, Toto was warned by Salvator about the dangers of working in the studio and because of the fire, he himself had gone blind and thus, succumbed to the fire.
The manner through which Alfredo came across to the viewers or audience when watching the film was seen not only to be calm but also serious and collective. In fact, the audience get to know that he was not unafraid to share his opinions during film production. Before the fire broke, the kind heart of Alfredo is illustrated when he made the decision of giving people or the audience what they needed through various films (YouTube, 2020). This illustrates the culture of Italy in film production including a deeper meaning and understanding to life. For instance, Alfredo genuinely allowed people to watch his film and was not coerced to do so. During this scene, Salvator’s excitement was apparent not just because he was working with Alfredo but also learning the process of film production (YouTube, 2020).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Story boards are an excellent way of organizing and outlining the scenes during film production concerning the intention of what is being produced visually and during shooting of scenes. Simple shapes may be used to represent props or characters and may help filmmakers to clock specific scenes from bird eye (United States, 2016). For instance, This Is Spinal  Tap, illustrates young people who were born at Woodstock and were ardent fans of Roll and Rock music. The film revolves around a British rock group who were not in a winning streak based on the music charts, although the it is regarded as an intelligent, original and funny film in that year (YouTube, 2009). Appearing similar to a documentary, the film is much more like a satire about a rock band referred as Spinal Tap. The backstage feuding, special effects, the staging, music as well as the pseudo-thoughtful philosophizing illustrates the culture of rock music as well as other documentary. 
Irrespective of how the film’s picture appears, it is important to consider how various costumes fit or the number of on-liners thrown to the audience (Hailer & Pacatte, 2017). The main elements that are likely to engage the audience, is how the film’s layout is presented or the way the narrative is delivered. Although it is considered to be the most challenging aspect of storytelling, it is absolutely free for independent filmmakers (United States, 2016). Due to the joke quality of the movie, the audience is able to gain knowledge about various aspects concerning pop music including the aesthetic business around it. The film successfully illustrates pop culture through beatific expressions, go-go dancers, tight spandex pants, loud screaming solos as well as the use of a huge horned skulls on the center stage. The main challenge of the pop band which is revealed in the film, is the latest proposal made regarding the album cover, which was deemed to be unprintable as expressed by the record company (YouTube, 2009). Later on, the pop artists got upset when the record company gave permission to print an album cover of another artist which the rock musicians felt that was equally obnoxious. However, the record company made several attempts to explain why their own illustrations on their cover was worse off (YouTube, 2009).   
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
