The paper addresses all components of the prompt, including: 

• Describes 1 US nonprofit organization and 1 INGO that operates in the same sector, 

comparing their approaches to the problem or issue they are working to solve. 

• States each organization’s mission and describes how the organization works to achieve 

that mission, giving at least 1 specific example for each. 

• Reviews the organizations’ recent budgets and how they meet their resource needs. Notes 

recent changes in economic status, and gives reasons. 

• Analyzes the performance of your chosen organizations in a way that clearly reflects your 

understanding of the conceptual frameworks studied in the course, especially Barnett and 

Salomon. 

• Considers organizational challenges and forecasts future expectations for each 

organization. 

• Summarizes findings and draws clear conclusions. 

Fails to meet any one or more of the six criteria 

stated. 

The paper’s style is appropriate for graduate work, including: 

• Communicates information and ideas with a high degree of clarity and competence. 

• Uses headings appropriately to guide the reader. 

• No errors in spelling or grammar, indicating careful proofreading. 

Paper is disorganized, illogical, or contains multiple 

errors of spelling, grammar and/or syntax. 

The paper meets the given parameters, including: 

• Length (15-18 pages). 

• Appropriate references to sources. 

• APA citation style. 

• Correct file type and naming. 

Paper length is significantly shorter or longer than 

instructions require. 

Paper fails to provide appropriate references to 

resources consulted. 

Incorrect citation style is used. 
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
