Now, I want you to develop an argument about Nora's character and her motivation to leave Torvald in the end. Why do you believe she left? What does this reveal about her character?
Nora is a spendthrift and naïve. Her husband and her friend Mrs. Linde confirm that she likes to spend money a lot. She uses the money to buy house items and clothes for her family. She does things without considering the consequences that would result from the decisions she makes. Nora even decides not to reveal to her husband about the loan she had borrowed and instead tells him that it was from her father. Nora struggles to pay the loan back on her own without involving her husband, even though she knew he could clear the loan. She was afraid of getting him upset, and maybe their relationship would end.
