Final project guidelines:

The final project replaces the final exam in this course, and it makes up 20% of your overall grade. You will be creating a website (use Wix, WordPress, or another similar, free web-site creation tool) for your “client” organization. 
This website should include the following elements:
1. Client name and logo (Google “free logo maker” to find tools to make a logo if you haven’t already done so)
2. Your (the “client’s”) contact information (on a separate “Contact Us” page)
3. Links to your four projects (make separate pages for these and add links to them on the home page): 1. Audience assessment/SWOT analysis, 2. Content creation, 3. Promotional video, and 4. Instagram story
4. ONE additional link on the home page; so, you should have 6 links total on the home page: (your final project MUST include each of these links to pages)
· Contact Us (you can make this information up)
· Audience assessment/SWOT analysis

· Content creation

· Promotional video

· Instagram story

· Link to a page with information of your choice; consider ONE of the following options:
· About Us (background information here, mission/vision, etc.)

· Our products/services (promote what your business offers/provides)

· FAQs (Frequently Asked Questions)

· Customer feedback (see what other are saying about us – if you choose this option, include customer names along with quotes)
The final project is due by 11:59 p.m. Saturday, Dec. 5, 2020, and you should submit it via BlackBoard. On BlackBoard, in the appropriate folder, you will post a link (the URL) to your website. Even if you are working with a classmate on this project, EACH STUDENT MUST SUBMIT THIS ASSIGNMENT on BlackBoard. Students who submit nothing for this assignment will receive a zero.
**Please make sure the link works before you submit it; if the link does not work or leads to an error message, you will receive a zero for this assignment.** 

If you’d like to earn 5 extra credit points, please submit the final project by 5 p.m. on Dec. 4, 2020.
