Lowe’s, and Best Buy.) from the most recent Fortune 500 list.  (This list is released in Fortune Magazine once a year.  The magazine is located in the SCC Library and can also be found on the internet at Fortune Magazine’s website.)
2.    Examine highlighted topics about the company you selected.  (The topics are listed below.)  Use five (5) sources. Sources include reference books, websites, journals, and magazines (no textbooks).  Try not to make them all websites!!!!!
3.    The highlighted topics you need to examine for your Fortune 500 company are as follows.  Each of these topics MUST be in paragraph form.  NO BULLETED LISTS!!
a.    Company history
b.    Products sold 
c.    Current leadership
d.    Mission Statement or purpose or company objectives
e.    Who is their competition?
f.     YOUR overall impression of the company
