          While Jesus was in Capernaum a city of galilee, he ended to the synagogue where he taught on sabbath while there a man with an unclean devil cried out asking whether Jesus had come to destroy them Jesus rebuked him and ordered the evil spirits out of him. After moving from the synagogue, he went to Simon’s house where he healed his mother-in-law who had a fever.
