1. What causes us to see the different phrases of the moon
We see different phases of the moon as it orbits the earth. During the orbit, one side of the moon phases the sun and is illuminated. We therefore see the illuminated side of the moon.
2. Is the moon the same size as the sun?
The moon is not the same size as the sun but is 400 times smaller than the sun.
3. Where the light we see on the moon come from
The light seen on the moon is an illumination of the light from the sun. The moon reflects its light from the sun and makes it appear bright.
4. Definition of a system
A system is an interconnection of a set of elements that work together.
5. Among the moon, sun, mars and Venus, moon is closest to the earth. In its orbit, the moon comes closer to the moon than the rest.
6. The moon is the smallest, followed by the earth and the sun is the largest of the three.
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8. The formation of dark areas as seen on the moon using a telescope was due to meteor impact.
9. The positions of the sun, the moon and the star determine the phase of the moon that is seen and are therefore the three objects that determine the phase.
