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Groups must submit:
1. 	The final group report as specified below.
2. 	A SINGLE word document incorporating: 
Minuted notes of group meetings.

A note from each individual group member specifying the precise nature of their contribution to the final product, and estimating the time involved. This will represent the agreed group position. The right is reserved to vary the grade awarded to individual group members should circumstances warrant.
Assessment Task
You work as a finance manager and have been asked by the Managing Director of your firm to prepare a report, analysing major investment decisions. The report should be structured as follows: 
Executive summary (This is a one page summary of the report that outlines your findings).
Contents page.
Details of a real life investment decision made by a company. This section should include: a brief history of the company.
Details of the real-life investment, i.e. reasons for the investment, cost, type, location, success or failure of investment, and any other points you deem relevant.
Conclusion.
Bibliography.
Appendices.
A brief summary of what you consider to be the most important recent development in finance (this is a general discussion, and will not relate to the above investment).
Additional information:
The company should be listed on a stock exchange in the EU or USA.
Please base your report on a company from one of the following industries:
Technology/IT
 Airline/Oil industry
 Finance/Banking
 Advertising/Marketing
There is no need to perform detailed calculations on the investment decision chosen.
Examples of investments include, but are not limited to, buying another company (merger or acquisition), buying new equipment, buildings, entering into a new foreign market etc.
Marks will be awarded for presentation.
