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Groups that turned White
	Certain groups of people like the Latinos and Jews have been entirely accepted as Native Americans in the United States of America threshold. However, these two groups were not initially taken in America, but multiculturalism has been an integral aspect geared toward success. According to the subject matter in (Waterston, 137), the author ascertained that people who resided along the Mediterranean and Celts would be regarded as Whites at the beginning of the 19th century.
