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Himba Wedding Practices
The Barrel model of culture is a dynamic and integrated adaptation that responds to external factors such as climate, environmental factors and internal combination factors such as ideological, economic, and social factors. Besides, it explains the beliefs systems, symbols, leisure, and religious activities (Birger, 2021). The video of the wedding practices of the Himba community in Namibia helps in illustrating the way wedding of the Himba community is conducted (Birger, 2021). It is seen as a way of spreading wealth where the woman makes a step of moving to the husband village after the wedding ceremonies have taken place (Tucker, 2021). The video describes or tries to show that both men and women of the Himba community can have several wives, and women can have several partners in different homesteads (Tucker, 2021). Furthermore, the relationship is under strict rules. Still, when a child is born, the naming follows the paternal and maternal lines and lives with the mother until there are years of age. After that, the child s taken to the other children of the community, and the entire family takes care of the child thereby showing the barrel model of their culture (Tucker, 2021). 
The video also illustrates the barrel model of their culture where one is not allowed to wash hands, face, or even utensils with clean water because clean water is regarded as a precious resource and it is best for either cooking drinking for the animal; one should also be permitted before entering the headman’s hut (Birger, 2021). They should not walk between the headman’s hut and the sacred fire, and one should always ask for permission if one wants to take a photo (Tucker, 2021). 
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
