How to write the response paper

Introduction:
· Introductory sentence for a summary – title, author, year, transition verb, main idea
· In the article “Michael Teaches Sociology” DiPetta (2020) states that….(main idea)
· Michael DiPetta (2020) in “Michael Teaches Sociology” believes that >>>>
· 4-5 sentences summarizing the article

Body: (minimum 2 paragraphs, can be more if you choose)
Analysis – 
· Respond to HOW the author wrote
· Responding to the proof the author uses to support their ideas: 
· Sources!!
· Case studies, real life examples, historical examples, statistics, studies, 
· Expert opinions
· Historical example: Legalized Marijuana. In 1920 in Canada there was prohibition on alcohol and that didn’t work, so we should stop prohibition on marijuana. 
· The author uses a historical fact of “-------” and connects that with the current situation of legalizing marijuana. However, these are totally different substances and in a totally different time in society. Legalizing marijuana has nothing to do with what happened 100 years ago with alcohol. 
· Statistics: 90% of students surveyed at Humber College in 1987 said that the tuition was too high. It was 18/20 students
· While I agree that tuition is too high, this study is not reliable because it only surveys 20 students out of 30,000+ enrolled in the college. 
· Reliable, timely, relevant?
· Organization
· Is the article clearly organized with different sections
· Tone
· Did the author use formal/informal language, word choice, vocabulary
· Who is their audience??
· EXAMINE then EVALUATE
· In the article the author uses an informal and conversational tone when using words such as, “-------------”. The author does this so that they can be easily understood by a larger audience. This technique was effective in convincing the reader…..
· The author uses the statistic “-------” to show that junk food needs to be banned in schools. However, this was only a statistic of two different schools, while Toronto has 375 schools. It is not accurate to portray all schools as the same. This was ineffective because…
Response – 
· Respond to WHAT the author wrote
· Argument/Persuasive Essay – this is similar to that
· You choose something from the article that you agree or disagree with. 
· You can (dis)agree with the main idea, or a supporting point, or multiple points
· Ban junk food from elementary schools. It is too high in sugar, kids are too young to make healthy choices
· I agree with the author that junk food should be banned in schools because….
· I agree that because junk food is high in sugar that it should be banned from schools.
· I disagree with the author when she says, “-----------” because I believe that children can be educated to make healthy food decisions. 
· Identify the point you are agreeing or disagreeing with, and then respond to it
Conclusion (2-4 sentences at most)

· Restate the article main idea
· Restate the point(s) you analyzed
· Restate the point(s) you responded to
· Final thought – question for the future? What should happen next? Another study needs to be done? A hope for change.
