4. What is the Message?

6. What is the teaching about the Poor?

8. What is the teaching of the Qur'an about War?

9. What is the teaching about alcohol, interest, and slavery?

The Islamic religion forbids the consumption of alcohol. Muslims do not consume ethanol-containing foods. As a Muslim, an individual cannot wear perfumes that include alcoholic elements and avoid all intoxicating chemicals. A Muslim is not permitted to profit from the lending or receive money, meaning that earning interest (riba) – whether as a person or as a bank is prohibited. Interest is not paid on Islamic savings or current accounts, nor is interest levied on Islamic mortgages to comply with these rules. Islam teaches that slaves have the same moral standing as free people, but they have a lower legal standing. Slave laws in the Quran are all liberatory because they strengthen slave rights over what existed in the earlier centuries.
10. What is the teaching about the Holy Qur'an?

The Holy Quran is Allah's Last Heavenly Book, which He revealed to Prophet Hazrat Muhammad, His Final Messenger. Muslims are those who follow the teachings of the Sacred Manuscript. In terms of content and teachings, the Heavenly Volume is one-of-a-kind.
11. What is the teaching of Hadith?

Hadith are writings about the Prophet Muhammad's life. Close disciples of the Prophet remembered these writings, which his followers later wrote down. The writings instruct Muslims on how to live their lives and comprehend and apply the Quranic teachings.
12. What is the teaching of Ijtihad? 

Ijtihad teaches Muslims Islamic principles while maintaining the spirit and discipline of Islam in mind, allowing them to adapt to the ever-changing world around them. As a result, Ijtihad serves as an excellent legislative weapon.
