Either interview (or find an interview of) a professional whom you aspire to be like. From your interview experience, answer the following questions: What is trending in your current field or the field you want to enter into? Is this person a thought leader? List 2 take-away items that you will adopt or find beneficial from the interview.
1. What is trending in your current field or the field you want to enter into?
Personalized care is the current trend in healthcare. While patients appreciate the ease and convenience of virtual connections, individualized care remains the cornerstone of their devotion (Dopazo et al., 2021). A "perfect" health care encounter, according to a 2020 poll of health care customers, necessitates an individualized contact, whether the contact with the physician occurs digitally or in person. Clients emphasize the importance of professionals paying attention, demonstrating concern, and explaining effectively. For improvements initiatives to be effective, they should be linked to initiatives that provide quantifiable results. A prominent academic medical facility, for instance, developed a communication skills training course to educate clinicians on the best techniques to use while interacting with patients. Within the first year, the proportion of clients who "often" thought their physicians listened to them, handled them with care and described things properly increased by nine points.
2. Is this person a thought leader?
Dr. Patricia Salber is a thoughtful leader. She is a physician administrator and successful entrepreneur who has started many for-profit and non-profit companies. Salber is the current creator and CEO of The Doctor Weighs In, an award-winning organization that uses virtual media to tell narratives about cutting-edge healthcare sector advancements. During the interview, she largely discussed medical developments and the situation of the healthcare business. She also stressed the advantages of personalized care. A personalized healthcare system aims to prevent the disease from occurring. It involves patients in their healthcare decisions. Each individual has a unique set of health concerns, lifestyle preferences, and health objectives. It is therefore critical to tailor care to the client. Medical experts look at patients' overall health to tailor therapy, not just whether they have an illness. This complete assessment of the full person considers all aspects of their life that influence their health, like diet, personal connections, stress, fitness, and mind-body connectivity (Dopazo et al., 2021). It also implies that the patient's health care team collaborates well to achieve their health objectives.
3. List 2 take-away items that you will adopt or find beneficial from the interview
A pen and a notepad -bringing a notebook and a pen to an interview is a smart idea. Maybe the interviewee asked for the interviewer's professional card, but she didn't have it with her; a paper and pen would enable an interviewer to scribble down her email contact so they can write her a thank-you note afterward.
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
