Introduction-Write an introduction for the research proposal and follow the template and rubrics.  This is a summary of what you will give extensive attention to in the Review of Literature.  Look at some theses in the library to see how other students formulated their Introduction.  The main heading is Introduction followed by the sub headings listed here.  Look at a thesis or research article to understand technical writing.  (See APA format for internal text citations pages 175-182).   See APA format for all headings.  If you wish subheadings in the introduction, please review how to format them.  Put the full title here as approved at the top.  You must include the following:
Title(must include full title here; do not shorten it)
Introduction (don't list this heading)
 (Introduce the topic with relevant information.  Overall summary using research sources. Discuss what the problem is and why is there a need to do the research.)  Must use internal text references for all information.  Need at least 10 internal references).
Purpose of the Study  (what will you be doing and why)
 Hypothesis (what you feel the study can do)
 Definition of terms (must list each separately, not as a paragraph.  Each definition must use at least one internal reference; need at least 3 definitions defined) (for acronyms, list full text and acronym in parenthesis) and then give definition with a reference)
 Limitations and Delimitations (what are the factors limiting the study internally  or limitations and and externally or delimitations.) See power point attached and scroll to internal and external validity (limitation and de-limitations)
 Assumptions  (what is automatically assumed)
 Rationale  (build a case that shows a need for this research)  (must use and list at least 5 internal references)
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
