· Write an APA-style Introduction for your final project. Write full introduction section and must meet all the requirements in the rubric.
· The paper you turn in should include three elements:
· Title page
· Introduction (the bulk of the paper)
· References (need at least 4 that are incorporated meaningfully in your introduction)
· Paper Topic;-  The effect of Incubation on problem solving
Assignment Details:
· Use APA-style throughout - use this Sample APA paper

· Using the program Qualtrics (since the class is online), participants will participate in this experiment online. Participants will be looking at 5 pairs of images in different slides consecutively. Then they will try to distinguish the difference between.Then there will be incubation period. For the incubation period, I will be using 4 addition questions. It will be an easy level for these 4 questions such as 4+4=__. Then they will be presented with the same 5 pairs of images to distinguish the change between the images.We would have some people try to solve the math problems while some people just try to notice the difference straight through. Both conditions will just need the same total amount of time for problem-solving. For example, perhaps the incubation condition gets 30 seconds, then math problems, then another 30 seconds on the images whereas the control condition gets 1 minute straight to find the difference. This would be in-between-subjects experiment.

QUESTIONS TO CONSIDER WHEN WRITING AN INTRODUCTION
The Introduction serves the very important function of “setting up” a research paper. A good Introduction presents the research problem, describes why that problem is important, and specifies the particular research strategy that is being used to tackle that problem.  After reading the  Introduction, the reader should have a good feel for the issue being addressed, as well as a good understanding of what was done and why. In order to accomplish this, here are some questions to keep in mind. The intent is not that you directly answer these questions in your writing, or that you address all of these issues, or that you follow this exact ordering. Rather, these are questions that you can use to help organize your thoughts and develop the logic of the paper.
What is the main point of the study? What general problem or issue is being considered? 
What is the significance of the problem or issue? Why is the issue important?
What previous research has been done in the area? What do the findings suggest—that is, what are the theoretical implications of past results?
What   are   some   criticisms   or   shortcomings   of   past   research?   What   questions   remain unanswered? What issues still need to be resolved?
How does the study relate to past work? In what way does the study improve on or supplement past research? What are the theoretical implications of the current study?
What exactly was done in the experiment? What is the dependent variable of interest? What independent  variables  were  manipulated?  How does this  experimental design pertain to the problem of interest?
What  specific  hypothesis  is  being  tested?  What  is  the  reasoning  or  rationale  behind  this hypothesis?
Stated in terms of the dependent and independent variables, what effects do you expect (or what effects are predicted by the alternative theories being tested)? Why? What is the logic behind these expectations?

Rubric
When Grading, we will look at the following:-
· First paragraph draws reader’s attention; research problem is well explained and leads easily into the rest of the introduction
· Past research is paraphrased effectively to communicate the important details related to the current project; writing flows nicely between sections
· Described well so that the reader can understand the important factors of the experiment and rationale behind those factors
· Introduction, title page, and references all correctly formatted according to the APA manual
