The issues and questions are expressed in the form of questions. The formation of the questions is different for each segment. The problems are expressed with "How….?" and issues are expressed as "IS….", "Does……." as a question. In the below section two issues and two problems are discussed. 
Two problems:
i. How school enrollment can be increased?
ii. How budget of the school can be reduced?
Two issues:
i. Does the government is having the right to decide whether someone associates with the capital crime will die or live?
ii. Does capital punishment unusual and cruel treatment?
Here it is possible to create controversial issues when nothing has existed. The way of presents an issue may create a serious problem in a large way. 
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
