Please use your own words and please do not plagiarism. Follow the instruction carefully and answer all the question. 
This individual assignment will take the form of a paper of no more than 1500 words (not including bibliography, references, and cover sheet), which identifies a specific leader (can be political, business or religious; alive or dead) and analyses of his or her style in terms that link with the materials covered in the course.
This individual paper should particularly address leadership styles, including a comparative analysis of transactional vs. transformational characteristics, and information on your chosen leader's tendency to use manipulation vs. inspiration, motivational style, etc.  You may also wish to use some of the basic principles of Emotional Intelligence to inform your analysis.
You have a free choice of leader, but it is important that you choose someone of either historical or business significance who has had or does have a meaningful public profile.  This will make it easier to find materials to support and reference your assertions and analysis in the submitted paper, and will also allow us to grade your paper based on accessible materials and sources.
You are also encouraged to reach outside of materials covered specifically within the AD643 class.  The BU library systems and databases contain a wealth of academic material related to leadership styles and characteristics, and you are encouraged to use those materials – where appropriate – to support your submission.
Your Submission should be no more than 1500 words, excluding bibliography, references, and cover sheet. 
Please pay attention to the section on Paper Requirements below.

Please pay attention to the section on Paper Requirements:
You are to complete your paper using the American Psychological Association (APA) writing style and following the APA guidelines for formatting references. Proper attribution is required for all sources.
You can download the student style guide from the American Psychological Association website or you can purchase the APA style guide from the bookstore. As most referencing information is available either on the APA web site or in the course documents, the purchase of the guide is not essential. The guide will inform you as how to reference your paper correctly.
Correct APA citations and APA reference formatting are essential.
Papers in this class are to be RESEARCH PAPERS. Remember that work that you use from other authors MUST be referenced. Since it is assumed that you know little about the topic that you are writing on it is expected that this paper will be an overview of many different sources of information. These must be attributed to their original author, using the American Psychological Association format. This is your paper and not the cut and paste of someone else's work.
The internet has led to a false sense of what research is all about. Those new to research tend to think that it means spending an afternoon surfing the internet and then an afternoon cutting from material available. Keep in mind the internet is:
1. Not quality oriented, as it has good stuff and not-so-good stuff. The internet does not know the difference.
2. The internet should NOT be the sole source location for your research. That is to say I expect to see materials that are not available on the internet.
3. Use the library. As an online student, you have access to academic journals. Academic research is far more valuable than random internet searches.
