Introduction

Benefits of Jainism Teaching
Development of Philosophical and Moral Principle
	Jain holds onto a firm belief in karma as guiding conduct that streamlines human thought and actions (Koller 2018). This provides knowledge that can be used in leading to the formation of philosophical thought or principle. Ignorance breeds karma, according to Jain, where learning is inherent and reliant on perception, reason and contemplation of realities. Early life and exemplary life of salvation of disciples like Gautama Ganadhara of Mahavira kinship have proof enough to provide reasonable philosophy development on faith and classification of indigenous religions about values, faith and beliefs. 
Peaceful Environment
	Jainism has based its teachings on the principle of ahimsa, the act of being non-violent or refraining from causing injury, a way of promoting peace in society (Winfrey, 2015). Human beings are free to freedom of speech, and Jainism constructs boundaries that promote no hurting sense that could be caused due to careful expression of speech, actions and thought.  Truthfulness institutes care in the society promoting the well being of the community and their life. 
Conclusion
	Jainism has been a critical principle to promote liberty from the community and society by holding specific regulations such as non-violent, karma, faith principles and a consecrated code of conduct. If taught to the rest of the world, this behaviour has a means of triggering knowledge, moral behaviour, adoption of rules of life that enhance social responsibility, togetherness.
