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Jazz concerts are always thrilling to the audience whether one is attending the concert or watching the live performance. The Jazz at Lincoln Centre Orchestra with Wynton Marsalis lives beyond these expectations. The jazz concert is a type of concert where you don’t need to know jazz music to enjoy it. The creativity brought out by the players of different instruments such as trumpets and saxophones gives the concert a sense of originality making the concert even more thrilling to watch.

The audience attending the performance provides the right atmosphere and a vibe that connects with the performers. The jazz performance is led by Wynton Marsalis includes a total of 15 members. The team is composed of one of the finest soloists there are ensemble players as well as arrangers of jazz music. Some of the key saxophone players in the team include Walter Blanding and Victor Goines who play their instruments successively creating an energetic rhythm. Sherman Irby’s energy who is a key saxophone player is unmatched. Trumpets are played by Elliot Mason, Vincent Gardner, and Chris Crenshaw.

After the introduction by Wynton Marsalis, the instrument players get the audience in the mood for the kind of music they came for. A soothing piano solo played by Dan Nimmer who beautifully plays it before trumpet players including Sherman Irby, Vincent Gardner, and Victor Goines kicking with a thrilling jazz rhythm. The rhythm creates the perfect mood for jazz music. The rhythm starts at a low tone which provides a soothing rhythm all around the Lincoln center. The rhythm gradually gains more energy as Marcus Printup kicks in with a thrilling beat from the drum set. The beat and the rhythm from the trumpets sync creating a thrilling mood. The audience applause as the first song performance shows that the audience got what they came for. The audience for this concert is very much alive which adds to the energy and vibe of the whole performance. 
The first song starts slowly and ends at a high rhythm. The second song performed in the concert starts with a fast rhythm. Key drummer Marcus Printup starts the performance with an energetic fast beat. Carlos Henriquez introduces the Double Bass in the second performance. As he stands up to strum the large instrument, the sound generated from the strings creates reverberations that are felt in the whole room. The audience can help but cheer as the double bass adds to the beat created by the drummer. Solo saxophone players including Paul Nedzela take turns as they add a melody to the already thrilling rhythm from the drum set and the double bass. The melody is introduced gradually with smooth transitions creating an enjoyable song for the audience. 
The director of the concert has a commanding presence. The director oversees the performance and always introduced the audience to the next song before it is played. This prepares the audience psychologically before the inviting, exciting entertainment, and thrilling music is played.  The variety of instruments in the show makes it more entertaining. All the players of the instrument ensure perfection is key in the delivery of the performance to the audience to ensure that the audience is able to enjoy every moment of the performance. 
The Jazz Concert at Lincoln Center is the ideal performance for every jazz lover. The concert involves a performance of different songs which are all thrilling. There is a change in tempo for every song either starting with a low tempo and ending up with a high one. The instrument players are some of the finest soloists around. They ensured that they hit the right note every time they were playing the instruments. The instrument player also showed their improvisations as they played the saxophone and the trumpet. This makes their performance so original and inviting to watch. The players of the different instruments including the drums know how to engage the audience with the right performances. 
I have always felt that the audience is also key in determining any performance. The audience in this jazz concert is very much alive and helps in bringing the vibe and energy all around the Lincoln Centre. The energy brought by the audience to the concert makes it more thrilling. The Double Bass adds to the reverberations in the whole room keeping everyone in the rhythm.
