A man accused of injuring three people, including a child, when he opened fire in New York City's Times Square faces numerous charges, including attempted murder.
Farrakhan Muhammad, 31, was captured May 12 in a Florida McDonald's parking lot after police say he shot Wendy Magrinat, 23; Mạrcela Aldana, 43; and Skye Martinez, 4.
He made his initial court appearance virtually in Florida and requested a court-appointed attorney to help him through the extradition process, NBC New York reported.
The New York City Police Department confirmed Friday that Muhammad was in their custody. He's been charged with attempted murder, three counts of assault, four counts of criminal use of a firearm, and three counts of reckless endangerment.
Detectives believe that Muhammad was shooting at his brother near West 45th Street and 7th Avenue but missed and hit three people in the busy tourist center. Martinez was hit in the leg while shopping for toys with her family.
Magrinat was struck in the thigh and Aldana in the foot, according to authorities.

Days after the May 8 shooting, police identified Muhammad as the suspected shooter. Cameras helped investigators track him leaving Times Square, going to a hotel on 42nd Street, changing clothes, and heading out with his girlfriend.
Muhammad and his girlfriend, Kristine Vergara, were spotted May 11 at a Walmart in Fayetteville, North Carolina, before they were eventually found in Florida, police said.
The pair were confronted at a McDonald's in Starke, Florida, about 50 miles southwest of downtown Jacksonville. Law enforcement caught up with them as they ate in their car.
Vergara admitted during a court appearance earlier this month that she drove Muhammad south to evade police.
Attorney information was not available for Muhammad.

Meanwhile, Lori Vallow Daybell was declared not competent to stand trial in Idaho, according to an order filed Thursday morning in a Fremont, Idaho, County court. The Idaho Statesman reported Daybell now needs restorative treatment and must be returned to competency before her criminal case in Idaho can move forward. The order notes that prosecutors are contesting the outcome, and a hearing will be needed.
Investigators have recommended that prosecutors file a conspiracy to commit murder charge against Daybell in the death of Charles Vallow, who was killed in Chandler, Arizona, months before his son, 7-year-old Joshua "JJ" Vallow, and stepdaughter, 17-year-old Tylee Ryan, went missing.

The recommendation was revealed Thursday by the Chandler Police Department, which investigated the case. Jennifer Liewer, a spokeswoman for county prosecutors in metro Phoenix, said the agency hasn't set a deadline for determining whether to charge Daybell in Charles Vallow's death. Mark Means, a lawyer for Daybell in the Idaho case, didn't immediately return a call and email Thursday seeking comment on his client's behalf.

A reward fund has grown to more than $300,000 in the search for suspects in the apparent road-rage slaying of a 6-year-old boy in Southern California.
The "Who Shot Aiden?" effort stood at $325,000 by early Friday evening, a little more than a week after Aiden Leos was gunned down in the back seat of a car driven by his mother on State Route 55 near Chapman Avenue in the city of Orange, officials said.

The boy, in a booster seat, and his mom were headed north on the Costa Mesa Freeway when a shot was fired about 8 a.m. PT May 21, possibly from a white Volkswagen Golf SportWagen, authorities said.
The boy, on his way to kindergarten, told his mother, "Mommy, my tummy hurts," immediately after he was shot, the family said.
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The Golf had non-tinted windows and appeared to be a 2018 or 2019 model, authorities said. Two people were inside. The car was last seen heading toward eastbound State Route 91 shortly after the shooting, which investigators have labeled a case of road rage.
The attack happened about eight miles east of Disneyland and more than 30 miles southeast of downtown Los Angeles.

"Please, if you saw anything, anything at all, any dashcam footage or something suspicious, please come forward," the boy's sister Alexis Cloonan pleaded on Thursday.
Orange County Supervisor Don Wagner, who represents the location where Aiden was shot, urged constituents to keep their ears open for any clues that might help investigators.
"Maybe you're hearing a neighbor, an acquaintance, talk about this horrible thing that they heard about that happened, that they know who did (it), whatever it happens to be, come forward," Wagner said.

Haider Anjam, 20, and Ashan Azad, 19, both of Brooklyn, were arrested Wednesday on charges of harassment and aggravated harassment as a hate crime, according to the New York City Police Department.
Anjam faces an additional charge of menacing as a hate crime.
The NYPD announced Tuesday that Danial Shaukat, 20, also of Brooklyn, was arrested on a charge of aggravated harassment as a hate crime. He has since been arraigned on additional charges, including assault as a hate crime and harassment, according to the Brooklyn District Attorney's Office. His bail was set at $5,000 or $2,500 case.
It was not clear Thursday if the suspects had attorneys. Anjam and Azad had not been arraigned as of Thursday.
The men are accused of pulling up to Agudath Israel of Sixteenth Avenue in the Borough Park neighborhood of Brooklyn on Saturday night in a blue Toyota Camry and yelling "anti-Jewish statements" at a group of four men outside the synagogue, police said.
A criminal complaint said the men yelled, "Free Palestine. We'll kill all the Jews."
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Authorities are looking for a white Volkswagen Golf SportWagen in connection with the apparent
road-rage incident that resulted in Aiden Leos' death.
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The suspects are accused of chasing two Jewish teenagers with a baseball bat and yelling
antisemitic statements to four men outside a Brooklyn synagogue.
