	Outline of a Crime

	What?
Type and description of crime
	The crime was property theft, house burglary.
A young man broke into a house during the day when no one was around, stole some household goods; and the car of the home owner.

	Who?
Perpetrator(s) (names. Age, economic situation, education ,possible motivation, connection to victim, if any)
	The young man goes by the name John Smith. He is 20 years old and he lives in the suburbs, he has no money after his parents died during a road accident and had no one to take care of him. He dropped school after finishing high school since he had no money to pay for his college tuition. The motivation for this burglary would be that he needed money to cater for his needs like food, clothing and shelter. There is no connection at all between John and the victim.

Victims(s) (names, ages, economic situation, education, connection to perpetrator, if any)
	The Victim, Michael Hopper, is 40 years old. He works at a local supermarket. He studied up to high school but did not proceed to college, he took over the store from his father and has been operating it ever since. There is no connection at all between him and the perpetrator.

	When?
Date, time
	The crime took place on 30th April, 2020 at around noon.

	Where?
Place
	The crime took place at Mr. Michael’s apartment.

	How?
Details of how the crime was done
	John, the perpetrator, surveyed Mr. Michael’s neighborhood and learnt that there were no guards or security cameras. He then saw Mr. Michael leave his house, and this is when he took the chance to break into the house through the back door, he broke the door window and opened the lock. He then took some household items and on his way out he saw Mr. Michael’s car keys on the county which he then took and stole the car from the garage.

	How?
Results to victims
	When Mr. Michael got back he was very surprised as to why the garage door was open and he had left it locked. He then saw the car had been stolen and after going into the house he saw that some of his household items had been stolen. Mr. Michael narrates that after this incident he started to feel very vulnerable and insecure. He also says that he started to experience loss of sleep, fatigue and anxiety after the burglary.

	How?
Public reaction, if any
	Some of the neighbors condemned this action by John saying that there were other better ways of getting money like getting a job, instead of stealing. Others went ahead and supported John saying that it must have been very hard on him losing his parents and having no one to provide for him.

	How?
Results to society, if any
	The people in the surrounding community felt frightened and unsafe after this incident. There are some who felt very guilt after the crime as they felt that there is something they should have done to prevent this burglary on Mr. Michael’s apartment.



Part B
Taking into consideration the amount of the compensation offered by John to Mr. Michael, I would give John a light sentencing. This is because he agreed to return everything he had stolen. In addition to that, he told the court that he was very remorseful for his actions and was willing to get a job in order to compensate Mr. Michael for all the suffering caused. This light sentencing would involve 8 months of community service so as to show John how to be more responsible and make better use of his time.
Taking into consideration the degree to which John was accused for the crime I would give him a light sentencing. The reason for this is that the neighborhood that Mr. Michael lives in would have put more measures to avoid such crimes like this. For instance, if there were security cameras or guards watching the apartment, then John would not have committed this crime. Therefore, I would urge all property owners to put better security measures on their property to prevent crimes like these.
If I were to consider the amount of publicity surrounding this crime, I would not give John a light sentencing. This is because, this trial was covered by the local news channel and the local newspaper. Since, many people including the jury felt that this was very wrong of John I would sentence him to around 5 years. This is because if I were to give him a lighter sentencing many people would think that the judicial system is biased and it would encourage more people to commit such crimes since they see the punishment to be very light. In addition to this, I would not give John a light sentencing so that he would serve as an example to other people who commit such crimes and have not been caught yet. 
Considering the total amount of damage on Mr. Michael, I would not give John a light sentencing. This is due to the fact that Mr. Michael was very affected by this crime both mentally and emotionally. He started having anxiety attacks and panic attacks which he never had before. This is due to the fact that he started to feel very unsafe in his own home. He in addition, started to see a therapist after this incident to help him cope. Therefore, I would not give him a light sentencing as he had caused him so much suffering.
If I was to consider the relative damage caused to Mr. Michael financially, I would give john a light sentencing. This is because Mr. Michael is financially stable since the supermarket sustains him and his family very well. Moreover, since the stolen goods were not of such big value I would very much consider giving John a lighter sentence. This is because with his financial ability, Mr. Michael could have easily replaced the stolen items including his car.
Based on the size of the threat to the society represented by this crime, I would give John a heavy sentencing. This is because such crimes need to be stopped and people need to feel safe in their communities. By giving John a heavy sentencing I believe that these types of crimes are bound to reduce at a high rate. He would also serve as an example to other people who commit these types of crimes in our societies.

Burglar sentenced to 1 year in Jail and 6 months community service
In the past couple of days we have seen events unfold after a 20 year man, who goes by the name John Smith, was arrested for breaking into the house belonging to Mr. Michael and stealing some household items and a car and after trial he was sentenced to one year in jail and 6 months of community service for his crime.
