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		Both John Lennon and Paul McCartney allowed their wives sot join their band as it would be beneficial to them. The two were noted to have a private practice with their wives besides the group. The two ladies also helped in the management of the musical group and participated in the music. There were no many issues with the fans as they were equally able and could perform well. The band was made of many several individuals and hence additional of two more ladies would have no impact since they were fit for the role. The most significant impact they caused was, they were the cause of the group breaking up. The rivalry between the two ladies Yoko and Linda was enough to cause the group to fall apart. After meeting his new wife, Lennon started drifting away from the group slowly and failing to meet group goals. For this reason, the group broke up as Lennon and McCartney broke up. 
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
