Rationale
	Based on this lesson, I wanted to incorporate things students will use on a daily basis as my main focus. Since the meaning is an important device in teaching grammar, it is important to contextualize a grammar point. Songs offer a change from routine classroom activities. They are precious resources to develop students’ abilities in listening, speaking, reading, and writing. (unknown, n.d.)
	 Words and phrases have no meaning without meaning. When we use reading, writing, and listening in the classroom, we ground formulation and understanding of all verbal and written messages. In terms of priorities, the standards suggest that students should learn general academic and domain-specific words and phrases. General academic words, are those that mean different things in different content areas or contexts. Words that are used in everyday conversation is a good example. Things we use around the classroom or in our daily life should be made priority. Use of grammar and written lessons plays part of a complex network of knowledge that draws understanding of the semantics, alphabetic, and syntax of language.
