Literature Review
Any project must be couched in an understanding of current scholarship. What have other people said about your topic? What have other people not said about your topic? What have other people said about your topic that you don’t agree with? Theories and principles also fit into this paper. What theory or principle best explains or adds context to your project? 
The next section of your paper will be a 6-page literature review. It will need to be submitted via SafeAssign by 5PM on June 10 This is one of the hardest and most time-consuming sections of your project to write, so be sure to give yourself enough time.
Here are the requirements:
· You must use a total of 12 sources. For now, 10 of the 12 must be peer-reviewed articles, books or book chapters. Two of the 12 can be reports, articles or statistics from other reputable sources. (Trade journals, government reports, organization reports, etc. will count. Newspaper articles, magazine articles and websites will not). You will eventually need 15 peer-reviewed sources for your final paper in April, but this gives you some flexibility for the first submission. 
· Regardless, only three of the 12 sources can be those you discussed in your research methods course. Even then, you should not turn in the exact text you submitted for that class about those sources. Update it. 
· Your review needs to have a cover page including:
· Your name
· Your research question 
· The text of the review needs to be 6 full pages long.
· At least five of the pages must be devoted to a discussion of the literature.
· At least one full page must be devoted to a discussion of how your project will fit into the existing research.
· The cover page and bibliography do not count toward the page requirement.
· All of the sources reviewed must be relevant to your specific research question. In addition, make sure you review the existing literature thoroughly. If relevant scholarship exists, address it. 
· Do not simply discuss sources reviewed in previous scholarship and claim that you actually read them. If you cite a source, you should have accessed and read the source (at least the part that relates to your topic). Failure to meet this requirement will result in a zero on the paper and a required resubmission within one week for no credit. 
· You must cite your sources using APA in-text parenthetical citations.
· You must include a bibliography in APA format listing all of the sources you review.
· Don’t use first person.
· You must use the appropriate style.
· 1-inch margins
· 12-point Times New Roman font
· Double spacing
You will lose points if:
· You don’t have 12 sources that are clearly discussed
· You don’t have 6-pages 
· You don’t have a bibliography (the paper won’t be accepted at all)
· You don’t discuss how your project will fit into the existing research
· You have grammar, style, spelling or punctuation errors
