MLA (Modern Language Association) or Author-page System
1. When you quote information in MLA paper, you need to use double quotation marks around the quoted word, phrase, or sentence(s). When you finish your quotation, you will open a parenthesis and write the Last name of the author and the page number and close the parenthesis. Then put the period after the parenthesis.
2. If there is no page number, mention the name of the author some where at the beginning of your sentence before the quotation.
3. If the article or source doesn’t have an author, use an abbreviation of the title of the article.
4. The length of your quotation decides whether you must use a short (intext) quotation or long (block method) quotation.
5. If the quotation is less than four lines, you put it inside your paragraph with double quotation marks.
6. If the quoted part is more than four lines, you write it like a paragraph by itself, but the whole thing must be indented five spaces or half- inch indented from the left margin.
7. When you finish your research paper, the next task is to do a Works Cited page.
8. The Works Cited page should always be on a new page by itself.
9. The articles or sources should be organized by the last name of the authors in alphabetical order. For example: Cooper, Anderson. (title of the article…..). See your handbook for more detail.
10. If the title is a number like 1984, it comes under “N” (Nineteen Eighty-Four).
11. If the title begins with the articles The, A, or An, forget the article and alphabetize it by the next noun. For example, “A Modest Proposal” will go under “M” not under “A”.
12. Don’t forget that for titles of short works like article titles, short story titles you use double quotation marks and for big works like a book, a magazine, a novel, a movie, etc., titles you use italics. 1984. Black Panther.
