Presentation Instructions: 
In the paper, one of the requirements are for you to explain how you would teach the concepts from this subject to someone else. In this presentation you will demonstrate how to properly teach it as you wrote about. 
Rubric Used: Kansas Christian College Oral Presentation Rubric
Paper Instructions: 
1. You must choose a sub-concept of one of the major topics we have discussed in class. 
2. You must write a three-thousand word paper on the topic.
3. It must include a title page and a Works Cited page along with page numbers. Works cited will be created in the MLA format. 
4. You must include at least six credible sources. 
a. Three sources can come from the Internet/textbooks.
b. One source must come from Scripture. Only one counts, but you can use more than one Scripture verse.
c. Two must come from your class notes as a source. 
5. The paper should clearly answer these three questions. 
a. What is the topic? Explain whatever it is you choose in depth. Use Scripture as your foundation along with outside sources to thoroughly and thoughtfully explain your ideas. 
b. How would you best teach this topic to a class of new Christians?
c. What implications does this topic have in our lives today?




Ideas Workshop: 
1. What topic that we have discussed in class would you like to start with? (Take a look at your notes or the assignment list.) Choose your top two or three, if you’re not sure on a single one, yet. Talk to your professor or a classmate about which idea might be the best for you to help determine the final 




2. Ask yourself, what about my topic can I get specific about? The more specific, the better the paper. Example: “How does Sin waste our time?”, “How can you interact with the Holy Spirit Daily?”, “What should a relationship with Jesus look like?”, etc. etc. Come up with two or three ideas, if you’re not sure on a single one yet. This idea must be approved by the professor before you leave class today. 






3. One you have chosen your main topic and specific idea, write down a list of five of the ideas that you want to discuss in your paper. These need to be approved by the professor before you leave class today.
