(CPTI) children's play therapy instrument is a type of instrument used to measure the progress of a child and test whether the play therapy has benefited them or not. This rating scale is used to divide the therapy sessions into segments non-paly, pre-play, play activity, and play interruption. (Chazan, 2000) explain how these segments work. Play therapy has both valid and reliable tools that are used to assess cognitive and motor skills. These tools need to be considered in each play therapy session before being allowed to be used in medical facilities.
