I.  Based on the assignments, readings and films discussed in class, analyze the following ideas in a short essay (see instructions for short essay format above) .  Make sure to acknowledge your sources as per class discussion (for example, “In his/her essay ___________________, author _________________ says…” or “As seen in the documentary____________________...”).

A.  In the article “Let ‘West Side Story and Its Stereotypes Die,”  Carina del Valle Schorske rejects the imposition  of a Puerto Rican narrative that dismisses the history of the Puerto Rican migration. The author criticizes the creation and repetition of stereotypes that have hurt the Puerto Rican community ever since the opening of the play.  Discuss three ways in which the community has turned the stereotypes around through meaningful activism.    (one page, 25 points)
B.  Compare the logo of the Institute of Puerto Rican Culture with the racial experience discussed by Titus Kaphar in his Ted talk:  Can Art Amend History?, discussed in class.  Explain how he changed the narrative and compare it with the inception of the Center for Puerto Rican Studies as a response to displacement and invisibility.  (one page, 25 pts.)
