Midterm Exam Review 
1. Be able to define and give an example of each of the following: 
a. Metaphor: A figure of speech that describes something in a non-literal but explains an idea or makes a comparison. An example is ‘a heart of gold’.
b. Simile: A figure of speech which compares two dissimilar objects or concepts using the word ‘like’ or ‘as’. An example is ‘sly as a fox’.
c. Symbolism: An object, concept or word that is not limited to a single meaning. For example, red roses in a garden could signify romance and courtship.
d. Meter (in poetry): Meter is the basic structure of rhythm of a line within a work of poetry. An example is one foot which is a monometer.
e. Parallelism: Two or more phrases or clauses in a sentence that have the same grammatical structure. For example, when as a noun number in a sentence we can say ‘public transit such as buses or trains can help reduce air pollution’.
f. Repetition: Using the same word over and over again in a piece of writing. An example is using it rhetorically to bring an idea like ‘oh, woeful, oh woeful, woeful, woeful day’.
2. Be able to identify the tone of a piece of writing. Practice using the sentences below:
 a. “I held the lantern motionless. I tried how steadily I could maintain the ray upon the eve. Meantime the hellish tattoo of the heart increased. It grew quicker and quicker, and louder and louder every instant. The old man's terror must have been extreme!” Is the tone (circle one):
