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Money Word Problems
After clicking the Khan academy link, I tried to answer one question (Zang has two one-dollar bills, one five-dollar bill, and three ten-dollar bills. After mowing lawns, he earned this much. How much money does Zang have in all?).
Two one-dollar bills
1+1=2$
I five-dollar bills
=5$
Three ten-dollar bills
10+10+10=30$
Before mowing the lawn Zang had 37 dollars, that is:
2+5+7=37$ 
After mowing the lawn, Zang earned additional dollars that is;
One ten-dollar bill
=10$
One five-dollar bill
=5$
Four one-dollar bills
1+1+1+1=4$
In total, Zang’s work provided19$ in total;
10+5+4=19$
Initially, Zang had 37$, and after working, he earned 19$; therefore, after adding the two sums, Zang earned 56$.
37+19=56$
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
