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ISLAM, QURAN, AND HADITHS
The world today has many religions. Islam and Christianity form the two most significant of the world's religions, each having almost more than a third of believers' world population. Others include Hinduism, Buddhism, and Judaism. Islam refers to the faith of monotheism teachings by Muhammad, a messenger of Allah. It originated in Meccah with a small group of people that formed the community from which Prophet Muhammad was born and raised. Islam and the Islamic religion are guided by the Quran and follow five basic rules; Shahada (Faith), Salat (Prayer), Zakat (Almas), Sawm (Fasting), and Hajj (Pilgrimage). Islam is a belief in worship in one all-knowing God. All believers of the Islamic religion live in complete submission to Allah's will by following the Quran's commandments and the Hadiths. Although there are as many followers of Christianity as there are Muslims, Islam remains to be one of the most respected religions in the world. All Muslims follow the teachings of the Quran strictly as stipulated in the Hadiths, and this essay points out some of the reasons why. In trying to understand Islam, I will define, explain, and highlight the importance of the Quran and Hadith to a Muslim believer's life. 
Islam is one of the world's major religions and is followed by almost one-third of its population. It dates back to the 7th Century when Muhammad (the last of God's prophets) received the Holy Quran, which completed the series of messages and revelations from the previous prophets. According to Schimmel (2019), Muhammad restrained a small community and a group of followers to monotheism and strict adherence to Mecca's specific religious practices. The religion spread across the middle east, later into Asia and the entire world. The Quran dates as much back as the origin of Islam and Prophet Muhammad. The Quran is the supreme Holy Book and Scripture of God to the Muslims. It was revealed to Prophet Muhammad by the Angel Gabriel (Sinai, 2020). The Quran is essential to Muslims because it provides guidelines and instructions to any member of the Islam community on the proper ways of conducting themselves. The sole purpose of the Quran is to guide humankind into following all the rules and instructions given to them by Allah. The Koran contains 114 Surah's arranged to decrease lengths except for the first Surah that describes the five daily Islamic prayers' recitations. The Surah's are further subdivided into Ayah's that describe how Allah's powers and grace are manifested to the world. Many of the Koran passages explain the eschatological judgments that are to occur believers and the rewards for the faithful. Therefore, it forms the basic structure of Islamic laws. 
The stories told and written in the Quran are referred to as Hadith (meaning News). There are 2200 hadiths in Islam, and all are included in six books. The Hadiths, according to (Saloot et al. 2016), are generally summarized in four types of Hadith, namely Sahih, Hasa, Daif, and Maudu. They are records of the sayings of Prophet Muhammad and the traditions as received and uttered by Allah. According to Cragg (2020), the Hadith can also be defined as Muhammad's history as perpetuated by his community's memories of him. The Hadiths are the significant sources of religious laws and directions and operate second to the Quran's authority. Furthermore, the Hadith explains the growth of the practices that form the integral elements of Islam, Prophet Muhammad, and the Quran. It plays an essential role in a Muslim's life as it is the source of Islamic teachings and rules and helps them move closer to God. 
The world is made of believers and non-believers. Many have also gone to great extents to discredit the existence of God. Despite the reduction in the number of people believing in Christianity greatly diminishing, Islam is gaining more followers, and the faith is growing by each passing day. Like any other religion, Islam follows the guidelines of a holy book named the Quran that comprises of Surah' with Hadiths about Allah and Prophet Muhammad and the laws, rules, and policies that all Muslims must follow and abide by. Generally, the study of Islam is vast and cannot be completed in a single research project. The Quran and Hadiths are some of the main points we learn from Islam. In this essay, the focus has shallowly defined the terms Islam, Quran, and Hadith and, in addition, explained a few concepts about them. They are in many ways related but still manage to be different things and significate different things.
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
