1. Legal connection between fraternity and minority rights
2. Establishment of new legal approaches on the basis of race
3. Interpretation of terms that threaten race-based safety
B. Discrimination against disability
1. Abolition of offensive language
2. Helps refine models of disability
3. Reinforces positive stereotypes and attitudes to the disabled
C. Sexual orientation and gender recognition
1. Enhances new way of thinking 
2. Reinforces the corrects norms of sexual behavior
