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1. What landforms in the Great Lakes–Corn Belt region provide evidence of the major impacts of glaciation in this part of North America?
Waterfalls such as Tower Fall were formed when glaciers left behind smaller U-shaped valleys that result to a larger valley.
The rugged terrain on alpine mountains on the northwestern states proves that glaciation took place millions of years ago.
Nebraska has deposits of silt-sized windblown material that is believed to have come from continental ice sheets, thus proving the occurrence of glaciation.
Hills like The Glaciated Missouri Plateau have closed kettle lakes that were formed through glaciation

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3. What are some of the visible evidences of the widespread use of the township and range land survey system all across the Midwestern United States?
Most of the land owned by people in the Midwest are generational and were divided when land survey systems were enforced.

4. What factors account for the Corn Belt’s decline in agricultural production during the past two decades, especially as compared to the region’s tertiary and quaternary sectors?
Climate change has caused an increase in temperatures along the Corn Belt region. 
It has resulted in reduced rainfall across the corn belt. Unreliable rainfall that affect yields.
Weeds also thrive in higher temperatures. Increased number of weeds on the farm reduce quality of corn produced.
Higher temperatures exceeding that of plant optimum temperatures affect plant growth.
Levels of carbon dioxide increase when temperature is high. Although this can promote plant growth, the overall result will be decreased quality of yields.
