5. What are some of the most important minerals extracted from the Great Plains region of the U.S., and where are they found?
6. Why is aging in place such a common decision in the Great Plains as compared to retiring in the Sun Belt states?
7. Find a map online that shows major population concentrations on the Great Plains. Embed the map into you PA Document.
8. Discus the map you found for question number seven, making sure to talk about the population growth and decline of areas.
9. What economic factors have attracted relatively large numbers of Latinos, Asians, and other immigrant groups to the Great Plains since the early 1990s?
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
