Fear Poems Responses
Because I Could Not Stop for Death- Dickinson
This poem by Dickinson is meticulous. The author has envisaged her suitor as death, who has come to woo her in a relaxing ride. The speaker accepts the plea of death, just to be disillusioned by its spitefulness in the end. Death certainly leaves her in her grave. Dickinson ponders over the facts from that point onwards. 
Conversely, death has not come without company looking for his love. It has brought "immortality" with him, who acts as a chaperon. Death and immortality are two contradicting extremes, with death being the cessation of life while immortality is everlasting life. This suggests some sort of dilemma unless the reader accepts that Death is there for the mortal body and immortality for her spirit that, accordant with a lot of beliefs, is ceaseless. 
I consider this poem one of the most gleaming death personifications in poetry. Camouflaged as a suitor coming to take his bride away from her life that is full of demands, the poet relates the whole passage from her grave, saying that even though the years have passed since her exploit, the time frame looks a bit shorter compared to the day. The merger of death and love to one character makes the poem bring out their interdependence by selecting love and welcoming death. Dickinson’s personification of death and word choices in alluding to the passage of time and the life flashing before her eyes is outstandingly written. 
First They Came - Niemoller
The poem is an illustration of the Experience concept, for it highlights three various experiences. First is the people who were persecuted by the Nazi's experience as the text describes that the Jews, socialists, and Trade unionists were taken. Even though these people were forcefully taken and inhumanly treated is terrible; in fact, it may be viewed equally bad that no one had the courage to speak for them or defending them. It is vital to highlight that there are a lot of heroic people that tried keeping these marginalized groups safe from the Nazi, but nothing of the sort has been mentioned in this text. The speaker is generally talking of the people who did not do anything. The second experience, it's an illustration of Niemoller. The speaker had watched while all the three groups were persecuted and also ended up being persecuted too. The third experience is of the speaker after the fact; here, the experience is of taking a look back on the shameful choices that were made and brought about a lot of regrets. The speaker’s grief over the actions he took is evident in this poem.
 One can be able to relate to the poem's literal meaning and the events that led to its inspiration, but they will be able to identify with the feeling of failure to act committed in the past (Phillips, 2016). Most students in middle school can well relate to the last line of the speaker, "Then they came for me-and there was no one left to speak for me,” in the manner that they have taken a step back from others because of their actions resulting in a loss of friends. The text "Forgive My Guilt. “can be used as a reflective strategy where one can list down the things they regret. On the line “Who Is to Blame?" students can pick a problem and do an analysis on who deserves the blame. By using the poem, looking at the speaker's actions, behaviors, and decisions, one can come up with ideas on whether the Nazis, Neomoller, or any other party is to be blamed for his persecution.  
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
