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POOP in Ecosystem
According to woubpbs (2011), “POOP” plays a critical role in the ecosystem. “POOP” generally helps in the creation of renewable energy sources and as known, renewable sources of energy are environmentally friendly and they are highly recommended for various uses. The waste from the “POOP” that is decomposed for a long period of time is made to produce methane through biodigester. Methane is a common gas that is used for coking purposes. The process of decomposition of the waste takes time but once decomposed it is capable of serving for a long period of time not forgetting it is cheap and renewable. The reason why “POOP” is highly recommended is that animals do not digest all the carbohydrates making their “POOP” rich in undigested carbohydrates. They are then digested by the bacteria turning them in to carbon dioxide and methane gas which are then useful as the source of energy for various purposes.

The plants depend on the solar energy to combine carbon dioxide from the air, it then takes hydrogen from water to create carbohydrates which is then the storing energy or nutrition in the plants. Insects largely depends on the plants, they eat the plants and leave their ‘POOP” on the ground, it is then recycled into a form of energy nutrients and allow other plants generations to grow. For examples, some plants have ability to trap insects due to their round life structure and also ability to store water in that round structure. Insects eat the plants, when they fall inside, they fall with their back finding it hard to come out, they are drawn and then digested by the plant as the source of energy. Some insects obtain their nutrients from other insects and this has been common in parasites. They get their nutrients from those insects that have eaten plants and even though they don’t eat the plant nutrients directly they still get it from other insects (woubpbs, 2011)
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
