Question, format and arguments: 

For my project I will be answering question #4: What is the symbolism of the guava and how does it change when Darling moves to America? I will answer this question in an essay format. I will be arguing that guava represents the lost innocence of Darling’s childhood in Zimbabwe. I will prove this by showing that: argument 1, argument 2, argument 3. 

Example of a thesis statement and three arguments: 
This essay will argue that the mass migrations of peoples to the Caribbean islands were responses to the desperate need to find a consistent and inexpensive labour pool to sustain the plantation economies of the islands. The path to maintaining this labour pool that the European colonizers so desperately needed began with first the hiring and shipping to the Caribbean of European labourers under indentureship because of the dwindling population of natives on the islands as a meaningful labour pool. Next came the devastating industry of enslaving Africans in order to gain the maximum profit for the minimum amount of expense, and finally, a much corrupted and questionable form of indentureship that brought labour from South Asia and China after slavery was abolished to try and replace a slave economy. These patterns of migration depended on the value of plantation crops and were very much economically driven. As these waves of labour ebbed and flowed, former labourers or former slaves chose to remain on the islands, where they inter-mixed with each other as well as with native labourers. These various forms of labour migration led to the ethnic diversity that we see now in the Caribbean.
