Social Psychology 2319 Signature Assignment
The objective of this assignment is to give students the opportunity to write and think critically about social influences. 
This assignment meets the following Course Outcomes:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk26095240]Define social psychology and related terminology. 
2. Discuss the relationship between the person and the situation and its influence on attitudes, prejudice, aggression, prosocial behavior, and interpersonal relationships. 
3. Describe the dynamics of group behavior in areas of social influence, such as altruism, conformity, obedience, deindividuation, leadership, intergroup relations, and conflict and cooperation. 
4. Identify and evaluate the current and historical research, and research methods of social psychology, including ethical considerations. 
5. Apply social psychological principles to real-world issues.
Each entry much contain one reference to either the course textbook or an additional source. There should be a total of 5 sources used including the course textbook. Students are to show their understanding of the concepts discussed throughout the class by referring directly to the concepts discussed in class throughout the projects. It is imperative that students attend class regularly. 
The paper is to include four professional sources and students make constant direct reference to the textbook throughout the e-Portfolio entries. There should be one citation to the textbook for each entry.

· How did smiling or making someone laugh affect interaction with other people and social interaction? 
· Can a person’s behavior influence others such as prosocial behavior, aggression, attitudes, and prejudice? Explain how one person can influence the thoughts, emotions, and behaviors of others. 
· Write a summary of the outcomes you experienced from this experiment from a social psychology perspective using concepts from the course textbook?

Project # 3 (SLO 3): Socialization – explanation
Consider the following: The video, article by Emmanuel “What is Enlightenment?” Nonage (http://www.columbia.edu/acis/ets/CCREAD/etscc/kant.html) and your thought record and answer the following: 
Can we separate the person from society?
	Include in your entry the following: 
a. How does society and groups influence people’s behavior, such as conformity, obedience, aggression, altruism, prosocial behavior, conflict and cooperation?
b. Analyze your thought record and incorporate a discussion of how much of your thoughts were because it was in some type of social situation or had to do with at least one other person. 
Explain this through the eyes of socialization
Use one professional/scholarly source and cite in in-text and have a reference to it.
Project # 4 (SLO 4): Research -  
First, decide on a social issue or topic.
Next, decide on a research question.
Third, decide what type of research method would best help investigate the research question and why. In doing so, identify all three research methods (designs) and why that design is the best method. 
Last, discuss and explain what ethical guidelines a researcher must consider.

Project # 5 (SLO 5):  Identify a current news story and explain how social psychology may explain the phenomenon or reason for the behavior using a concept from the course textbook to explain. For example, students could talk about the Me2 movement, attitudes help people to fit in with others of similar attitudes, or racism. 



Reference page:
· Format the reference page by indenting all of the lines to a reference but the first one – leave the first line hanging.
· A reference must have all of the required information listed, including an author’s name, the year of publication, the title, and the location where the source is located. If a book, the city, state, and publisher’s name is listed. See APA rules for the order.
· Not only does a reference list all of the required information, but it is listed in a particular order. See APA rules for the order.
· A reference page is double spaced.
· Many articles and books now have a doi number. If one is not available for an online article, provide the URL of the journal’s home page in place of the doi.
· References list entries in alphabetical order according the last names of the authors.
· Authors' names are inverted (last name first and the author’s first initial). For an article up to seven authors, provide the last names and initials for all the authors. If the article has more than seven authors, list the first six authors and then use ellipses after the sixth author's name. After the ellipses, list the last author's name of the work.
· Capitalize the first word to a title and any proper nouns or the first word to a subsequent title.  
In-text Citations
In-text citations are placed in the body of the paper in all places where information is borrowed from another author, and this includes paraphrasing information into your own words - cite it. A citation will include the author(s) last name followed by the year of publication. (Durand & Barlow, 2013). 
For a direct quotation citation, also include the page number or paragraph number where the information can be located. (Durand & Barlow, 2013, p. 5).  
If writing out the author’s name in the text, place parentheses around the year and use the word “and” instead of the “&” symbol. Durand and Barlow (2013) stated that mental illness…. 
Examples: 
· Development is psychological and physical changes that occurs throughout one’s life (Bukatko, 2008). Changes signify that learning has occurred. An example of development is learning to walk. In this example, neurological and physical changes have taken place (Stevenson, 2011). Stevenson (2011) stated that neurological and physical changes are important aspects of learning because these aspects represent new behavior that is observable in the individual.

Author’s Name:
For multiple articles by the same author, list the entries in chronological order from earliest to most recent. Alphabetize the in-text citations and references so that each reference with the same author’s name matches. Start the alphabetizing with the letter a.
Do not include an author’s credentials such as Ph.d or MD.
