However, she disagrees with school headmistress but she is supported socially, academically, and personally by her teacher. 


	Mesosystem: NO
	Matilda’s parents and the teacher interact in a positive and effective manner. The presentation case study has no clear records of disagreement and if so, there could be suggestions to transfer her to a better school. According to Bronfenbrenner, the mesosystem has to do with the interaction of a child’s microsystems. For Matilda, that would be the interactions between her parents and teacher and have an impact in her psychological growth.


	Exosystem: YES

According to Bronfenbrenner, the Exosystem refers to decisions that impact the individual without their input. 	Macrosystem: YES
