The museum in Britain claims that the objects which were removed from the museum were a great step in saving them from any destruction. as a result of changing times, if these marbles are returned to Greece they will be put in a museum because Greece has established improved technology to preserve the marbles. The adequate sunlight in Greece allows the basking of these marbles and as a result preserves them. Although Greece is more advanced, the marbles in Britain were poorly maintained during cleaning and thus Greece lacked a legal argument for restitution. The government of Greece was ignorant in filing for a lawsuit against Britain museum for the legitimacy title in conjunction with Lord Elgin.  
Currently, my position is that Greece has not found a restitution legal argument that is strong. The museum of British could not have attained a title that is legitimate if lord Elgin did not undertake the removal permits concerning the marble. However, it is clear that the government of Greek was aware of the marbles removal case to almost two centuries and had not shown any interest in filling a case against the museum of British or Elgin. A limitation of statute can help stop an suit of law from proceeding. Typically, returning the marbles is the only moral solution as legal solutions may not support restitution. The violent removal put apart the Greek people from their legitimately owned homes as it is their symbol.
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
