Topic: Thyroid Cancer
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You may also choose the same topic as your signature assignment and build upon the case study you already created for your signature assignment.
Using your pathophysiologic topic of choice, you will be creating your own case study to present the disease information. You get to make up the case study as you please. So, it does not have to be a real life case. Instead, you will make one up with a made up patient. The following information should be included (note: the descriptions of each section may not apply to every disease...use your judgement):
1. Introduction to the case or situation = Who is your patient? Why did they come to seek medical help? What are they concerned about?
2. Background detail = What relevant information about the patients medical history should we know? Family history of disease? Recent travel? Immunizations?
3. Clinical assessment = Based on the situation and background detail, what tests are run and what are the results? What is the diagnosis? Describe the disease. What is it? What is the pathophysiology of your diagnosis?
4. Recommendations = What are the treatment options? What are the primary concerns for the nurse and what will they focus on?
5. Application to future practice = What should a future nurse be aware of? Are there new areas of research or new treatment options being explored? Are there alternative therapies? What are the statistics of this disease and how likely is it a future nurse will encounter it?
6. Reference slide = Include at least 3 scholarly references.
