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SOCIAL MOVEMENTS
Introduction
A social movement refers to significant casual groupings of people or organizations or focused on specific social issues or political issues. In other words, it is a kind of group action. However, social movements happen when vast groups of people or organizations work for or against the revolution in social matters or political matters. Social movements are never about polite debates or invited spaces of relations amongst the society and the state. Social actors usually conduct their actions in constant sequences of both contestations as well as opposition, envisioned to bring transformation in the existing power structures and dynamics. They (social movements) are amongst the few peaceful opportunities that individuals lacking consistent access to institutes or the people who act in the name of the novel or unacknowledged claims possess to pose a challenge on the established laws of the game. However, this is what hands them their argumentative character.  So, social movements aren't a new thing. All through history, people have collaborated peacefully to call for change from overriding elites. For instance, the movement carried out to stop the transatlantic slave trade, back in the 16th century, the movement to gain female's suffrage which emerged towards the end of the 19th century, and the peace movement, LBGT human rights movement, and the feminist movement, all in the 20th century (Menocal, 2016). 
However, it is not every single grievance or injustice that causes a social movement. Social movements usually are contingent, developing, or shrinking in response to circumstantial factors that permit or oblige them, like economic or political crises, the rise of urbanization, or swift scientific transformation; therefore, effective social mobilization doesn't grow within a lined, probable route. Thus, they most likely progress along with a punctuated equilibrium whereby prolonged phases of superficial tranquility are followed by robust and regular stormy transformation.  So, social movements arise particularly when opportunities open up for social actors who often lack them. These movements usually demonstrate effectiveness when they develop or irradiate solidarities with collective meaning with circumstances, political cultures, certain groups of individuals and make them feel connected.
Peace Movement 
A peace movement refers to a social movement that pursues to accomplish ideals like ending a specific war or rather all the wars, diminishing inter-personal violence within a particular place or a kind of state. Often, the peace movement is associated with the aim of achieving global peace. However, the ways to achieving these ends are; peace camps, banning of guns, diplomacy, moral purchasing advocacy of pacifism, boycotts, supporting anti-warfare political candidates, legislation to remove the profit from governmental pacts to martial manufacturing complex, developing open administration as well as transparency tools, unwavering consensus, supporting informers who expose war misconducts or intrigues to form conflicts, start demonstrations and nationwide political petitioning assemblies to create law. The political co-operative is an instance of an association that tries to unite entire organizations supporting peace movements, which might have nearly different goals. However, all of whom have a main common goal of peace and sustainability of humane. The challenge of achieving peace is the concern of some activists when the people who oppose it regularly use brutality as their communiqué and empowerment means (Ceadel,2019). 
Additionally, the peace movement is principally characterized by a belief that human beings shouldn't start a war on one another or get involved in any violent racial cleansings over ethnicity, ideology, language, or religion. However, the peace movement opposes the spread of hazardous techs and mass destruction weapons, particularly nuclear weapons and biological wars. Furthermore, it objects to the exportation of firearms such as hand-held machinery guns as well as grenades to less developed countries by chief economic states. However, the peace movement is among the numerous movements that contributed to developing the Green Party-political link in various democratic nations in the late twentieth century. Therefore, the campaign has a massive influence in several states' green parties like Germany, perchance reflecting that nation's adverse militarism experiences in the twentieth century.
The peace movement was first in the U.S in the 1960s. It was commenced in disapproval of the United States' involvement in the War of Vietnam. Various advocates within the peace movement supported a unilateral withdrawal of United States forces from the southern side of Vietnam (Hayden,2017). The first anti-Vietnam demo in the United States was in the year 1962, and it was led by Sam Marcy, who was the founder of a party known as the Workers World Party. The importance of this protest was noted in an interview that was printed in a newspaper known as National Guardian. Opposition towards Vietnam Warfare united groups of people opposed to the United State anti-communism, colonialism, and imperialism and those encompassed with capitalism like the Catholic Worker Movements. Others opposed the war on the basis of the theory of Just War. However, the peace movement ended in the year 1973. This happened when the U.S. was forced to withdraw the forces that had remained it the war, sign a peace treaty, and terminate the draft starting in 1973.
Lastly, even though some observers blamed the peace movement for failing to bring the war to an end quickly, the campaign managed to bring about critical public policy changes. The movement brought about a halt to the funding of the war, and a peace treaty was signed. The peace movement also laid a foundation for other movements aimed at safeguarding human rights. And thus, this explains the effectiveness of the peace movement. 
In conclusion, social movements have very significant impacts on society and the world at large. The roles of these movements are not necessary to accomplish an agenda or rather solely alter rules. Their functions are to give people a chance to come together, speak their minds out, and make individuals informed of issues close to their hearts.
