Your paper is also credible because you have used in-text citations to reference information you borrowed from outside sources. Ideally, the use of in-text citations gives credit to the original authors and helps in preventing plagiarism. In addition, I believe your paper is credible because you have provided an explanation of various laws and justified their application in the case scenario you provided. Basically, your paper is not flawed. However, I have pointed out certain areas that need to be corrected to make your paper more relevant and credible in the eyes of your readers. I have labeled these areas as either minor or major issues.

Major issues
One of the major issues I came across while reading your paper is that you did not cite all information you borrowed from outside sources. Basically, information borrowed from outside sources needs to be cited; otherwise, it amounts to plagiarism, which is punishable. One instance where you ought to have cited but did not cite is on the second paragraph of your body. Specifically, you stated that "The first test is called Horizontal Gaze Nystagmus, and the officers need to observe 4 out of 6 clues of intoxication. The second test is called Walk and Turn, and the officer needs to observe 2 out of 8 clues of intoxication. The third test is called One Leg Stand, and the officer needs to observe 2 out of 4 clues of intoxication." I believe this is not your original information, and as a result, you ought to have put in-text citations. A reader may perceive that this is your own information; however, in a real sense, it is information provided by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Therefore, make sure to cite this information.
Additionally, I think it would have made more sense if you presented your case scenario have to when a driver is charged. For your case, you left it at when a driver is placed in custody awaiting judgment. I think you could have extended to state for how long the driver should stay in custody according to the law and mention the laws applicable in this case. I think you could also have explained some of the applicable charges and the laws that govern the convicted driver. For example, any convicted individual is legally entitled to legal representation. Besides, convicted individuals are entitled to be released on a bond or cash bail. Make sure you mention this for your case to be complete. Generally, your paper is comprehensive, and you even extend to mention the laws that protect the privacy and confidentiality of convicted individuals in the circumstances like taking blood samples.
