Persuasive Presentation Assignment

Monroe’s Motivated Sequence

Objectives:

· To learn and practice the following principles of speech preparation:

1. Selecting and researching an appropriate topic that deals with a serious issue
2. Effectively using/citing sources in speech

3. Development of clear purpose and thesis statements

4. Writing a proper outline

5. Creating a speech with an introduction, body, and conclusion

6. Using sound reasoning in a problem-solution format with a social justice topic
· To deliver a problem-solution persuasive speech around a topic to an audience using an extemporaneous style.

Guidelines:

You are to present a serious issue that’s a problem that relates to your audience and then present a solution(s) to the problem. You must use Monroe’s Motivated Sequence to organize your presentation.  All topics must be approved by your instructor. Any changes which are made to your topic without prior approval of your instructor will result in a deduction of points. 
Minimum Criteria:

1. Time Limit: 6-8 minutes. Practice your speech to be within the time frame.  If you are either 30 seconds short or long in your delivery, 10 points will be deducted.  If your speech is over-time 60 seconds you will be asked to stop.  Don’t miss valuable points simply because you are not prepared.

2. Sources:  You must cite at least 6 different sources in this speech.

· 4 of the sources must be from the past three years

· You may only have 3 internet sources

· All of your sources must be cited completely and accurately during your speech, in your outline, and in your reference page using APA or MLA format.

· You should use a variety of types of supporting material (e.g. –examples, narratives, statistic, expert testimony).

3. Outline: Your typed, full sentence outline and typed reference page are due prior to presenting your presentation on the day of your presentation
4. Visual Aid: It is required.
· For this presentation you must use a power point or prezi. Make sure you either have a laptop or you have asked a classmate to borrow theirs for the presentation. You do have the option to choose a visual aid that is not a PowerPoint as long as it is professional.
· On the day of the speech you need to make sure your power point is loaded on whatever laptop you will be using. We need to get through these speeches quickly. Any unexpected delays caused by set up will result in a deduction of points
5. Notes during speech: You may have a speaking outline containing keywords and phrases on notecards.  If you are reading your presentation, points will be deducted from the delivery portion of the presentation grade.

6. Please remember that all speeches or presentations in this course require BUSINESS casual attire! If you do not wear business casual attire, points will be deducted.
