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Pest Damage on Crops
The plants around my compound have signs of damage on the leaves and significantly damage branches and stems (Pimentel, 2019). Some pests attack the crops in the garden, making them have a retarded growth in the process. The several types of pests that happened to occur in the garden are aphids, scale insects, whiteflies, and others. The pest that I think attacked the plants is aphids.
