	Studies have proven that children with low birth weights always experience delayed intellectual development. According to Piaget’s theory of intellectual development, children often think and reason different due to the changes in their development in different periods in their lives. According to Jean Piaget children often undergo four stages of development. These stages are sensorimotor, preoperational, concrete operational and formal operational. Children with low birth weights will tend to skip these stages of development as the cognitive development in these children always follows sequence. Since the stages cannot be skipped, it is safe to acknowledge that the intellectual abilities of the children always follows the brain development of these children. 
	A slowed brain development leads to a slowed thinking process. The children tend to have declined levels of development since their actual social and cultural development is not sequential in nature.
