The cost of establishing and maintaining such systems is equally high. It often requires frequent updates and the installation of expensive security protocols. Lastly, most people receiving raw data from the patient might be ignorant or lack special training involved in input, retrieval, and data access (Kim, 2009).

As a registered nurse, it's prudent to establish password-protected systems and other protective software to limit patient records to only authorized personnel.
