Different course vocabulary in nearly every line. Definitions, examples, and/or connections for most concepts.

Different course vocabulary in nearly every line. Definitions, examples, and/or connections for every concept.

	Creativity


Add 2 points for internal rhymes (hip-hop style)

No demonstration of haiku form, or no rhymes.

Only one set of “perfect rhymes” at ends of lines.

Inconsistent rhythm and rhyme scheme.

If parody, does not match original well enough to sing in rhythm.

Some haiku lines with 5-7-5 pattern, or some “perfect rhymes” at ends of some lines. Inconsistent rhythm and rhyme scheme.

If parody, most lines hard to sing in rhythm.
	12 - 14 points 
Most haiku lines with 5-7-5 pattern, or mostly “perfect rhymes” at ends of at least 2 lines per stanza.

Mostly consistent rhythm and rhyme scheme.

If parody, reasonably close but some lines hard to sing in rhythm.
	15 points   
All haiku lines with 5-7-5 pattern, or “Perfect rhymes” at ends of at least 2 lines per stanza.

Consistent rhythm and rhyme scheme.

If parody, matches original well enough to sing in rhythm.

	Craftsmanship 

Standard English conventions 
	0 points 
10+ mistakes. 
Severe errors that make the poem hard to understand.
	2 points 
8 - 10 mistakes. 
Serious errors and organization problems that distract the reader.  
	3 points 
5 - 7 mistakes. 
Competent use of most conventions but occasionally unclear or hard to understand.  
	4 points 
3 - 4 minor mistakes. Competent use of most conventions; minor mistakes don’t interfere with understanding.
	5 points
0-2 minor mistakes. 
Clear and effective; strong control of organization and conventions. 


Remember: save your assignment with a unique filename that includes your name and a keyword about your topic.
Rhyme or song assignment summary. See course web for more details. 
· Must have at least 3 stanzas or verses, or at least 12 lines, whichever is more. 

· So if you do haiku, do at least 4 related haiku for 12 lines.

· Must rhyme and have consistent rhythm (except for haiku, which do not rhyme). 

· At least two lines per stanza must have "perfect rhymes."

· Must include plenty of accurate content, using course vocabulary correctly. 

· The content must be from Anthro. 1 rather than primarily from another class.

· The content should have a focus or should explain a single concept, theory or category. 

· E.g., if the first stanza is about genetic drift (rift, gift, sift, miffed), 

· the remaining verses should be about a related topic such as 

· alleles (reveals, appeals, unseals)

· gene flow (grow, mow, no, throw)

· variation (nation, elation, station -- note: this does not rhyme with evolution)

· Must use college-level written English conventions.

· Put your name at the top.
· Use 1-inch margins, double-spaced lines, and a standard, black 12-point font (not italics, not all caps).
· Start every line and sentence with a capital letter.

· End every sentence with the appropriate punctuation (e.g., period or question mark).
· Check spelling and agreement between subject and verb, noun and pronoun. 

· Keep verb tense consistent (don’t switch between present and past unless that is part of your story).
· Must be original (not copied), except that you may use the tune of any song.

· Must not include vulgar or derogatory language.

Submit by uploading to Canvas. 
· Make a unique filename with your name and a keyword to your topic. 

· Example: Michael_Jordan_locomotion.docx

· Example: Adam_Savage_tool_use.pdf

· Example: GretaThunbergClimateChange.docx

· If you need to upload a corrected version, just use the exact same filename, and Canvas will ask if you want to replace it.

· If you use a generic filename (like Anth1_poem.pdf), it will mess up Canvas and my brain, and I will not grade it.
