The major assignment in this class is a formal program evaluation using the CDC evaluation framework.  One of the first steps in this process is to develop a proposal. 
1.  Your proposal should be a minimum of two full double-spaced pages and not more than 3 double-spaced pages that describes and discusses:
· the focus of your evaluation
· your evaluation design
· your plan for each of the six (6) steps of your evaluation (at least 1 full paragraph for each step)
2.  Use headings to clearly define each section and sub-section of your proposal.
